May 29, 2008
Meeting was called to order by President Saunders at 7:01pm.

President Saunders thanked Scott AFB for hosting the meeting.

Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the March 2008 meeting.  Motion was seconded.  Motion passed. 

Treasurers Report – Chiefs Account 13,262.89, MABAS Division 32 $5,408.87, for an account balance of $18,671.76.  Motion was made and seconded to approve the treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.
UID Cards – Work is progressing. 

SWIC – Fall schedule will be going out in August.  85-90 persons enrolled in FFII class.  FFII Academy will run this fall.  The business office sent out a form to confirm department information.  Please send them back.  If you use the training facility you will get an invoice from the training center, send the check back to the training center, not to the business office.  The training center will be a flat $100 per hour.  The flammable liquid pit will have an additional cost based upon the current fuel rates.  FAE class is short on students for the summer.  Lee is looking for a helper around the facility that would be a student worker.  Must be a full time SWIC student.
SCSESA – Will be setting up a driver division of SCSESA.  These persons will only take care of getting the apparatus to the scene, and taking care of the apparatus while it is on scene.  Would like approximately 20-30 persons to become a part of this division.  Would like for them to have a CDL and be on a fire department.

Radio interoperability – Have done a couple of sessions with area departments about usage of both the VHF and 800 systems.  Any other departments interested in this session contact Randy Lay. 

SCSESA will be sending a couple of folks to a water operations class in the Chicago area.  The team has equipment, but more training is needed.  The persons that attend will become train the trainers.

EOC – should be done by the middle to end of June. 

CAD System – Issues are continuing to be solved with the issues that exist with the new CAD system.  There will be dates made available for area departments to visit CENCOM to observe the CAD system.  The dates should be sometime in the middle part of June.  

An issue also exists between the mapping system and the CAD demand zones.  This is also being worked on.  Departments are asked to report all problems. 
STARRS – 07 budget was approved by SEMA.  Budget request had been submitted by the chiefs/division 32 for a command post.  That request has been approved and the money is available.  There exist some misunderstanding on the usage of the vehicle with the division and the county.  Motion was made and seconded for the president to send a letter to County Board Chairman Mark Kern requesting a meeting to resolve any issues that exist and move the project forward. 
08 budget was submitted.  Radio interoperability had the biggest amount of money from the budget.  

RCC Report is moving forward and being looked at.  
2008 ERG Books are available.  Additional books can be obtained if needed. 

MCI Command boards are still available.  Region 4 has offered to host regional classes on how system works.  Additional information will be made available when the dates are worked out. 

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn the chiefs meeting at 7:37pm.  Motion passed. 

President Saunders called the MABAS Division 32 meeting to order at 7:37pm.

Staff Assistance visits went well for the division and SCSESA for Technical Rescue. 

State MABAS dues were sent out with the mailing.

SCSESA will have several classes upcoming this summer and fall.  Rope Operations, Hazmat Tech B, Rope Rescue Technician, and Confined Space Rescue Technician are included 

ICS 300 and 400 classes will be hosted by the St. Clair County Health Department on June 12 and 13.  Classes are now full.
